The Empire had spent itself into debt 
1. Total national debt was more than 140 million
2. Service (interest ) on the debt was 4.5 million
3. The home islands were the most heavily taxed in Europe
4. Costs of maintaining a military in new regions was 200,000 per year

Disagreement over the nature of government power

1. Stuarts and the French style absolute monarch of the 1600s
led to Civil War with Puritans and then Parliament

Debates between the Whig (John Locke and company) and Tory theology

Whig – derived from whiggamaore and suggested that you were a country yokel or someone from the country. Whigs thought of themselves as people from the country representing the real authentic spirit of the English people

#1 Liberty is natural because all human beings are born with a set of natural rights, and are born with those rights in a state of perfect liberty.


#2 For the sake of protecting liberty and property, people create governments

#3 Liberty can be destroyed – usually by a corrupt political elite, who strive to concentrate their power and corrupt others

#4 The vulnerability of liberty to corruption requires liberty to make an alliance with virtue, to resist the allure of power  - This leads to an automatic opposition to Monarchy

Important Thinkers  influencing American Political Theory

John Locke: Second Treatise on Civil Government (1690) (late 17th  century during England's "Glorious Revolution
Men set up governments in order to protect their property 

Natural Rights: Life, liberty, and property 


Natural right to rebellion: A government that oversteps its proper function  becomes a  tyranny. Rebellion can be avoided if government  respects the  right of its citizens and if the people defend their liberties.

	Important Thinkers  influencing American Political Theory  (con’t)


 Baron de Montesquieu: The Spirit of Laws (1748)
 Checks and balances; separation of powers among 3 branches of gov’t  Despotism could be avoided if political power were divided            and shared by  a diversity of classes and orders holding unequal rights  and privileges
 Adam Smith: Wealth of Nations (1776)
  Most significant work on capitalism ever written; founded  modern economics; Formulated the idea of a free economy; contrasted sharply with mercantilism 


Free competition, via private enterprise, would result in greater income for everyone, not just the rich.  
Parliament’s solution was to compel the colonies to shoulder the burden of the imperial debt.  Why is this a significant development? 
#1 Parliament had never before levied DIRECT taxes on the colonies
#2 the colonies raised their own money through taxation to pay for costs
# 3 the colonies were considered plantations (and thus had not legal standing) and parliament insisted that it had the authority to levy direct taxes.

THE NEED FOR A STANDING ARMY IN NORTH AMERICA

Pontiac's Rebellion was a war launched in 1763 by North American Indians who were dissatisfied with British rule in the Great Lakes region after the British victory in the French and Indian War/Seven Years' War (1754–1763). 

Warriors from numerous tribes joined the uprising in an effort to drive British soldiers and settlers out of the region. 

Warfare on the North American frontier was brutal, and the killing of prisoners, the targeting of civilians, and other atrocities were widespread. In what is now perhaps the war's best-known incident, British officers at Fort Pitt attempted to infect the besieging
Indians with blankets that had been exposed to smallpox. The ruthlessness of the conflict was a reflection of a growing racial divide between British colonists and American Indians. The British government sought to prevent further racial violence by issuing the Royal Proclamation of 1763, which created a boundary between colonists and Indians.

RESULT: Pontiac's War has traditionally been portrayed as a defeat for the Indians, but scholars now usually view it as a military stalemate: while the Indians had failed to drive away the British, the British were unable to conquer the Indians

REVIEW COLONIAL UNREST (1763-1764)  The Paxton Boys
The terror generated on the frontier by the Indian attacks fostered much bitterness. A number of racial incidents occurred, including the brief appearance of the Paxton Boys in Pennsylvania.  The village of Paxton .a few miles east of Harrisburg in eastern Pennsylvania, became a hotbed of racial and political unrest during Pontiac's Rebellion.

Still part of the frontier in the 1760s, the area was populated by many rough-and-tumble Scots-Irish immigrants who had grown weary of the colonial assembly’s inattention to their vulnerability to attack. Requests for soldiers — or guns, powder and lead at the very least — were ignored by the legislators, many of whom were Quakers with strong pacifist convictions.



GEORGE GRENVILLE SEARCH for REVENUE “Fiscal Aggression” 
 Grenville imposed a series of direct levies, culminating in the Stamp Act (1765)

Sugar Act
threatened triangular trade by interfering with French molasses imports. Some colonists argued that Sugar Act was illegal, that all taxes needed to arise from the people. Violators would be tried by Admiralty Courts, not juries


Currency Act
forbade the issue of paper money

Western problems (Need for defense of frontier)
Ottawa Indian leader Pontiac led an uprising against settlers, killing over 2000 and destroying British forts; 
Proclamation of 1763 prevented western migration past the Appalachian Mountains

Stamp Act (1765)
Sought to raise funds for defense of America by requiring all legal documents, as well as newspapers, playing cards, etc. to bear a government stamp. RESULTS

Stamp Act Crisis!!!
1. Colonial opposition to the Stamp Act  (Stamp Act affected lawyers, merchants, editors most heavily)
2. Unlike the Sugar Act, this was the first internal tax intended to raise revenue 
3. Stamp Act Congress met to call for boycott of British goods and state that Parliament had no right to tax colonies without consent. 
4. Sons of Liberty used mob violence to force all stamp agents to resign.

	Key Factors in The Move Toward Independence (1770-1775)

Constitutional factor--colonists demanded the right to examine the purpose for each law passed, refusing to obey those that raised revenue., 

Social conflicts factor 

Lower class discontent resulted from limited franchise, established churches, inheritance laws.


Upper class colonists welcomed protest support from lower classes at first, but became alarmed with mob violence. England now had two groups of protestors to deal with.

IMPERIAL TAX PROGRAM   Reactions and Responses from the Crown (1767-1776)

Charles Townshend  threatened American colonial traditions of self-government and imposed revenue duties on a number of items necessary to the colonies.
Townshend Acts (1767-1770)
New duties placed on a number of goods (paper, paint, glass, and tea) led to protests against the collection of customs duties.
#1 Samuel Adams led radicals in urging a renewed boycott of British goods and provided an issue to unify American sentiment
#2. Boston Massacre resulted in deaths of four persons (1770) when soldiers sent to protect agents were attacked by a mob.
#3. By 1770 all duties except that on tea were repealed. Tea tax was seen as symbolic of Parliament's supremacy

Tea Act (1773)
In an attempt to support the East India Tea Company, Parliament removed the tax on tea and allowed it to be sold in the colonies through its own agents, not American retailers. British tea was cheaper, but to buy it was to pay a Townshend duty.

Boston Tea Party (1773)
Mobs turned back tea ships in several ports and dumped shiploads into Boston Harbor.



Coercive (Intolerable) Acts (1774)  Closed Boston Harbor
b) Removed trials involving royal officials out of New England
c) Allowed for quartering of troops in colonists' homes
d) Extended Quebec's boundaries south, convincing colonists that liberty was threatened.

First Continental Congress (1774)
Radical delegates favored active resistance while moderates argued for conciliation. 

Declaration of Rights and Grievances condemned Coercive Acts, denied Parliament's right to tax colonies, but promised obedience to the king  

Set up Continental Association to prohibit importation of English goods and later the export of American goods to England.

The Preamble
Introduction explaining that separation has become necessary to preserve natural law & natural rights (We have unalienable rights) Power  comes from consent of the governed

Theory of democratic government - 4 Fundamental Principles:

We have “unalienable rights” including “Life, Liberty, and the Pursuit of Happiness”

The Revolutionary War – An Overview
PHASE #1 [1776 – late 1777] Containment in New England – the British initially believed that the revolution was basically a radical minority movement centered in New England so they concentrated their forces there. But then came The Battle of Bunker Hill  

	1775

	April 19 – Lexington and Concord  Major John Pitcairn sent to seize military supplies at Concord;  Paul Revere, William Dawes and Dr. Sam Prescott went to warn the minutemen;   Minutemen and British soldiers collide at Lexington and Concord

May 10 – Ethan Allen and the Green Mtn. Boys take Ft. Ticonderoga

May 12 – Ethan Allen and the boys take Crown Pt.

June 15 – 2nd Continental Congress appts. George Washington Commander-in-Chief of the Continental 
Army

June 17 – Bunker Hill/ Breed’s Hill: Colonials survived two attacks but ran out of ammunition and were defeated;  050 British dead only 350 colonial dead Significance: Colonials hung in against the best Britain had to offer – we could win this war

Aug – Dec – Expedition against Quebec Gen. Richard Montgomery invaded Canada and forced the British to leave Montreal;  Benedict Arnold joined Montgomery and together they went after Quebec

Major Failure Montgomery killed - Arnold wounded - 1/3 of troops captured or killed


	1776

	Jan . – Thomas Paine publishes Common Sense
March 17 – Howe evacuates from Boston - cannons and artillery captured at Ticonderoga were brought to Boston; British and loyalists in Boston were evacuated
July 4 – Declaration of Independence was signed

Aug 27 – Long Island and Brooklyn Heights

Sept. 16 – Harlem Heights - Nathan Hale is hung on the 22nd “I only regret that I have but one life to lose for my country”

Nov 15 – Fort Washington fell to the British

Nov 18 – Fort Lee fell to the British

Dec. 26 – Trenton Washington crossed the Delaware river going south and surprised the British by coming back across the river; Washington split his 2400 men into two divisions and attacked the British from two sides

The colonials were successful and the victory gave the troops a great boost of confidence and the colonies a great positive push


PHASE #2 [late 1777 – early 1778] Middle Colonies – the British realized it was not going to be that easy, so they shifted down into the middle colonies in an attempt to divide the colonies by gaining control of the Hudson River and Mohawk Valley. Then after the debacle at Saratoga (1778), which also caused the French to join the colonists b/c they realized they actually had a chance, they gave up on that and made a last ditch effort in…

	June 14 – The US adopts the Stars and Stripes as their flag – 13 stars and 13 stripes

Aug 6th – Oriskany

Aug 16th – Bennington, Vt
Oct 4th – Germantown - Washington tried to get the British army away from Philadelphia; again he was defeated he and his troops set up for winter at Valley Forge
Oct 17th – Saratoga  - Ten days Gen. Burgoyne had been suffering from several setbacks, supplies were low, reinforcements were not available, progress toward Albany had been slow and difficult he back to find his troops surrounded by Americans led by Arnold and Morgan he was outnumbered 3-1 and had no choice but to surrender.

Nov 15 – 2nd Continental Congress voted to adopt the Articles of Confederation (submitted on July 12, 1776)

Tey would become the official government of the USA when they were ratified by ALL 13 states

(not ratified until March 1781)

Dec. – Spring – Valley Forge: after defeats at Brandywine and Germantown Washington retired to Valley Forge - shortages in food, clothing and blankets; shortages were due more to mismanagement and poor logistics than actual lack of stuff situation was deadly on morale


PHASE #3 [early 1778 – 1781] The South – they hoped to get loyalist support and use supplies from the West Indies to win in the South. They took Charlestown, but since the French were there to back the colonists up in the sea it didn’t help them much. The very last stages of the war were very bloody and desperate, culminating in Yorktown (1781) where a trapped Cornwallis surrendered and the war ended. 

	1778

	June 17 – France becomes our Ally - victory at Saratoga set off negotiations in Paris toward a formal alliance


June 17th – the British and French had a clash at sea - They agreed that neither the colonists nor the French would make a truce or sign a peace without the consent of the other

June 17 – England offers peace: the prospect of an alliance between the colonies and the French scared King George III;  George offers - No revenue taxes, repeal of Tea and Coercive Acts and all acts passed by Parliament affecting the colonies since 1763 would be suspended.  Had these been offered prior to Lexington and Concord – they would have been accepted, even after Bunker Hill, but since Saratoga there was no way

Colonies announced they would only agree to a complete withdrawal of all British troops and English acceptance of American independence


June 28 – Monmouth ( not far from Trenton) Washington’s attempt to capture Gen. Clinton as he went from Philly to NYC didn’t happen


	1780

	May 12 – Charleston captured by the British

Sept. 21 – Benedict Arnold’s Treason

Arnold was given the command at West Point on Aug. 5

Sept. 21 – Arnold met with Major John Andre of GB and gave him the plans to West Point

Oct. 7th – King’s Mountain sharp shooting frontiersmen took out 1,100 British under Major Ferguson

victory caused a great rise in morale


	1781

	March 1st – Maryland finally ratifies the Articles of Confederation

Oct. 19 – Yorktown  Washington left enough troops around NYC to deceive the British into expecting an offensive action against the city.  Cornwallis’s position at Yorktown was good as long as the British fleet controlled the Chesapeake Bay (Cornwallis had no idea the French were on they) With this victory the colonies had just about won the war


	THE END   The Treaty of Paris, 1783

	 Ben Franklin led the negotiations for the treaty, which was signed on September 3, 1783 included their two must-have goals: 
(1) recognition as an independent nation  

(2) firm national boundaries from the Mississippi to the Atlantic and from Canada to Florida.  




FIVE  EXPLANATIONS OF WAR

1.Political Conflict:  A struggle between tyrannical control of England & the liberty-loving Americans who saw an opportunity to carry out the beliefs of the Enlightenment thinkers

2.
Practical: the impossibility of England’s maintaining colonies 3,000 miles away as part of its empire as well as the internal political conflicts in British government


3.
Economic Conflict: between the growing American free enterprise system & the English mercantile system

4.Religious Conflict – between the variety of religions that settled in the colonies & the Church of England, the dominant religion of English officials & aristocrat
5.
.Social Conflict:  The development of a new class structure in the colonies due to the ending of heredity, birthright status, & primogeniture, & the availability of land & the expansion of the the right to vote as social “level-ers”
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
