Claiming he attacked entrenched political forces, Jackson rewards his political supporters with patronage positions in government.

The election of Andrew Jackson in 1828 initiates a new and more democratic era in American political and social history.
#1.  "King Caucus" ( closed door meeting of congressional party leaders) – Jeffersonian members of Congress met in caucus to nominate  presidential and vice-presidential candidates. This will be replaced by national nominating conventions

#2.  Universal male suffrage – New western states had liberal voter qualifications and the trend towards universal male suffrage took hold elsewhere

 #3 Popular elections (and Presidential campaigning) By 1832, in most states, voters, rather than the state’s legislators chose a state’s slate of presidential electors.

During President Andrew Jackson’s open house inauguration in 1829 , a horde of 20,000 celebrants forced President Jackson to flee to a nearby hotel while his aides filled washtubs with orange juice and whiskey to lure the mob out of the overrun White House and onto the lawn

Jackson’s First Term
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The Spoils System 
AJ felt that government should be run by common people - a democracy based on self-sufficient middle class with ideas formed by liberal education and a free press. All white men could now vote, and the increased voting rights allowed Jackson to be elected. He instituted office rotation (called the Spoils system by his opponents). Jacksonians claimed that office rotation undercut the entrenched bureaucracy of Washington and let normal citizens participate in government.

The Maysville Road veto (May 27, 1830) President Andrew Jackson vetoed a bill which would allow the Federal government to purchase stock in the Maysville, Washington, Paris, and Lexington Turnpike Road Company, which had been organized to construct a road linking Lexington and the Ohio River, the entirety of which would be in the state of Kentucky. Its advocates regarded it as a part of the national Cumberland Road system. Congress passed a bill in 1830 providing federal funds to complete the project. Jackson vetoed the bill on the grounds that federal funding of intrastate projects of this nature was unconstitutional. He declared that such bills violated the principle that the government shouldn't be an economic affair. Jackson also pointed out that funding for these kinds of projects interfered with the paying off of the national debt. 

The Battles of President Andrew Jackson
Battle #1  
Vice-President John C. Calhoun and the Tariff issue
Tariff of Abominations (Tariff of 1828)  raised the tariff on imported manufactured goods. The tariff protected the North but harmed the South; South said that the tariff was economically discriminatory and unconstitutional because it violated state's rights. It passed because New England favored high tariffs.
South Carolina Exposition and protest (nullification) Vice-President Calhoun anonymously published the essay South Carolina Exposition, which proposed that each state in the union counter the tyranny of the majority by asserting the right to nullify an unconstitutional act of Congress. It was written in reaction to the Tariff of 1828, which he said placed the Union in danger and stripped the South of its rights. South Carolina had threatened to secede if the tariff was not revoked; Calhoun suggested state nullification as a more peaceful solution.
1833 - The Force Bill authorized President Jackson to use the army and navy to collect duties on the Tariffs of 1828 and 1832. South Carolina's ordinance of nullification had declared these tariffs null and void, and South Carolina would not collect duties on them. The Force Act was never invoked because it was passed by Congress the same day as the Compromise Tariff of 1833, so it became unnecessary. South Carolina also nullified the Force Act.
The Election of 1832
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Jackson will be re-elected – he will defeat Henry Clay 
and what was left of the Republicans
Andrew Jackson (Democrat) ran for re-election with V.P. Martin Van Buren. The main issue was his veto of the re-charter of the U.S. Bank, which he said was a monopoly. Henry Clay (Whig), who was pro-Bank, ran against him The Anti-Masonic Party nominated William Wirt. This was the first election with a national nominating convention. Jackson won - 219 to Clay's 49 and Wirt's 1. The Masons were a semi-secret society devoted to libertarian principles to which most educated or upper-class men of the Revolutionary War era belonged. The Anti-Masons sprang up as a reaction to the perceived elitism of the Masons, and the new party took votes from the Whigs, helping Jackson to win the election.
Battle #2 
The Bank of the United States
Jackson used his veto power extensively. He vetoed more bills in his term of office than all the previous presidents put together. Jackson was also the first to use the pocket veto, a delaying tactic in which the President does not sign a bill within ten days of the end of the Congressional term, preventing it from becoming law. 

Veto message:  1832 - Jackson, in his veto message of the re-charter of the Second Bank of the U.S., said that the bank was a monopoly that catered to the rich, and that it was owned by the wealthy and by foreigners.
Battle #3 
Native Americans
Cherokee Nation v. Georgia: 1831 - The Supreme Court ruled that Indians weren't independent nations but dependent domestic nations which could be regulated by the federal government. 
Worchester v. Georgia; Cherokee Nation v. Georgia 1832 - The Supreme Court decided Georgia had no jurisdiction over Cherokee reservations. Georgia refused to enforce decision and President Jackson didn't support the Court. “ John Marshall has made his decision, now let him enforce it.”    By 1836 – Bureau of Indian Affairs had been established under the Dept. of War
Cherokee Indian removal, "Trail of Tears" A minority of the Cherokee tribe, despite the protest of the majority, had surrendered their Georgia land in the 1835 Treaty of New Echota. During the winter of 1838 - 1839, troops under General Winfield Scott evicted them from their homes in Georgia and moved them to Oklahoma Indian country. Many died on the trail; the journey became known as the "Trail of Tears".

Why the Growth???

Immigration and Natural Growth

1820-1830 – more natural growth – only  ½ million immigrants

1830-1850 – 4 million immigrants (GB, Ireland, Germany)

Why did they leave?

Famine in Ireland,  bad conditions,  political revolution, economic depression, growing European population


Where did they settle ?

Mainly in Northeastern cities and Northwestern farms (stayed out of the south because you had to have a lot of money to make it in the south, not many jobs – made more sense to stay north)


Were they welcome ? (Not really and not always)

Business owners welcomed the influx of cheap labor but most others didn’t want them here

they thought that the immigrants were bad for the country


“Native” Americans (NOT INDIANS!!!!) were primarily WASP (White Anglo-Saxon Protestant)

A big portion of the immigrants were Catholic. -“Natives” blamed the Catholics for an increase in political corruption – will the Pope take over????


Social disorder - all immigrants did was drink and steal. We even saw an organized Anti-Immigrant movement. Began as the secret society – Order of the Star Spangled Banner

Developed into a political party  - American Party AKA the Know – Nothing Party

With the use of the factory system – production increased and mass production became the way to go: textiles, iron goods, shoes, clocks, guns, sewing machines. with mass production, these items became less expensive to make, thus more affordable to the average American New factories also gave Americans the opportunity to invest capital here in the US, as opposed to elsewhere With more investment – companies had more money and could do better things

The South and the Peculiar Institution.  Economic, social and political development of the South was shaped by large-scale plantation agriculture. The opening of lands west of the Appalachians and South of the Ohio kept slavery going and growing.

Cotton Kingdom

Slavery may have continued to decline had cotton not become the way of life after 1812

Cotton Culture and Eli Whitney’s Cotton Gin - Cotton was in great demand – especially in Great Britain.  The #1 industry in GB was producing finished products from raw cotton (the best cotton was the long fiber cotton grown on the coast, but the shorter fiber cotton was the kind that grew well west of the Appalachians). it is harder to remove from the short fiber without ruining the cotton


1793 – Eli Whitney invented the cotton gin, a machine that could easily remove the seed without damaging the cotton fiber. When the plantations moved west to the land the cotton could grow on 2 things happened: #1 need to move the Indians on the land  #2 need for more slaves


Why more slaves??

The cotton gin could process raw cotton quicker. If you can process more – you can grow more if you can grow more – you can make more $$$$$. To grow more you need more land and you need more labor

1831- Nat Turner Insurrection (South Hampton County, VA). Turner – a slave but also very

Intelligent, Skilled, Religious   had visions of “white spirits and black spirits” that were always engaged in battle. He believed he was “ordained for some great purpose in the hands of the almighty”


August 1831 – Turner and a group of slaves “wanted to carry terror & devastation throughout the country”  55 whites had been murdered and 55 blacks were killed in the aftermath.

	A third revolution accompanied the formation of American politics and the transformation or the American economy in the mid nineteenth century - the desire to improve the character of ordinary citizens and make them more upstanding and god-fearing and literate. 

What is the Antebellum Period? The time belonging to the period before a war, especially the American Civil War.

POLITICAL, SOCIAL, and ECONOMIC ISSUES of the ANTEBELLUM PERIOD

Unfavorable POLITICAL conditions


1. many Americans were excluded from the political process

2. Women were disenfranchised

3. Free blacks were disenfranchised 

4. In some states, property ownership was a requirement for voting

Unfavorable ECONOMIC  conditions

1. Oppressed urban workers were attempting to protect themselves by forming unions

2. There were no stay laws (preventing people from going to prison for indebtedness)

3. Unfair tax laws discriminated against small farmers and urban working poor

4. Land was not attainable for many inhabitants of the US

5. Many farmers could not afford their own farm

6. the market economy was susceptible to fluctuations inherent in the business cycle (Panics!!!)


Unfavorable SOCIAL conditions

1. Women were second class citizens

2. Racial discrimination was pervasive 

3. Slavery was becoming intolerable

4. Treatment of the mentally ill was inhumane

5. Urban decay – poor housing, sanitation, crime, and disease

6. Working conditions were unsafe and unhealthy

7. Limited public education system, learning was only available to those that could afford it

8. The Native American population was being systematically  disseminated by the Indian Removal act

 REVIVING RELIGION

	Liberalism in religion started in 1800 spawned the 2nd Great Awakening a tidal wave of spiritual fervor that resulted in prison reform, church reform, temperance movement (no alcohol), women’s rights movement, abolition of slavery in 1830s  They were partly a reaction against the rationalism (belief in human reason)

	First Great Awakening 1730’s
	Second Great Awakening 1840’s

	Religious revival in the colonies that was a reaction to liberal doctrine that stressed good works, the evils of Hell, God’s omnipotence and personal involvement

Led to a split in churches, more religions, missionary zeal, and demand for more missionaries (and colleges to train them)

Notables:  Jonathan Edwards, George Whitfield, and Gilbert Tennant
	Religious revivals swept through the US during the early decades of the 19th century. They were an attack on rationalism (belief in human reason) and a rejection of Puritan teachings of original sin and predestination.

The evangelical spirit of the Second Great Awakening, especially in the Northeast and upper West impacted reform movements during the Jacksonian Era

Notables: Reverend Thomas Weld, Charles Finney

	Charles G. Finney – 1823 Minister who started a series of revivals in upstate NY. Finney appealed to people’s emotions and fear of damnation and persuaded thousands to publicly declare their revived faith

Western NY became known as the “burned-over district” for its frequent fire and brimstone revivals


	These religious sects would travel from location to location to hear dramatic preaching at out door revivals and camp meetings. 

By 1845 the southern Baptists  and southern Methodists split with their northern  brethren over northern bondage.


By 1850 the Methodists had become the largest Protestant denomination in the country. 

	NOTABLE RELIGIOUS   “COME OUTERS”


Millenarianism   - The preacher William Miller gained tens of thousands followers by predicting a specific date (October 21, 1844) when the second coming of Christ would occur.  The Millennialism eventuality turned into the Seventh-Day Adventists.

Shakers grew to about 6,000 members in various communities by the 1840’s Held property in common and kept men and women strictly separate

Mormons – The Church of Later Day Saints founded by Joseph Smith in 1830. Smith gathered a following in Palmyra NY and eventually migrated to Ohio, Illinois, Missouri and eventually Utah




	The Transcendentalists

	Writers like Ralph Waldo Emerson and Henry David Thoreau questioned the doctrines of established churches and capitalistic habits of the merchant class 

They argued for a mystical and intuitive way of thinking as a means of discovering one’s inner self looking for the essence of God in nature. They could “transcend” experience and reason though their intuitive powers to discover universal truth.

The Transcendentalists saw beauty in nature, but ugliness in a materialistic society full of greed and avarice (excessive or insatiable desire for wealth or gain)

	Conducted a two-year experiment of living by himself n the woods outside of Concord Mass. He used his observations of nature to discover essential truths about life and the universe. He published Walden in 1854

His essay on Civil Disobedience established him as an early advocate of non-violent protest. He refused to pay a tax that was designed to fund the immoral War with Mexico (1846-1848). He was forced to spend a night in jail

	The Brook Farm (1841) George Ripley launched a communal living experiment at Brook Farm in Massachusetts. 
	GOAL – achieve a more natural union between intellectual and manual labor
	RESULTS  -Never grew beyond 150 members. A bad fire and heavy debts ended the experiment in 1849

John Humphrey Noyes started a communal experiment in 1848. 	REFORM FROM WITHIN

The graham cracker was developed in 1822 in Bound Brook, New Jersey, by Presbyterian minister Rev. Sylvester Graham. Though called a cracker, it is sweet rather than salty and so bears some resemblance to a cookie (American English) / biscuit (British English)). The true graham cracker is made with graham flour, which is unsifted and coarsely ground wheat flour.

It was originally conceived of as a health food as part of the Graham Diet, a regimen to suppress what he considered unhealthy carnal urges, the source of many maladies according to Graham. One of his many theories was that one could curb their sexual appetite by eating bland foods.    Another man who held this belief was Dr. John Harvey Kellogg, the inventor of the corn flakes  cereal
